Member Burns asked about the composition of the Board.

Justin Bohall, the Board’s Executive Director, commented that there are five members on the Board, and three members have active Arizona licenses. 

Member Burns asked if the proposed action in the report reflects a unanimous position of the Board.

Mr. Bohall responded yes.

Member Isaak asked whether the issue with online continuing education is resolved, or if it does need a rule change.

Mr. Bohall commented on how the Board is trying to clarify the situation.

Member Isaak asked if it is clear that when an individual goes online to receive their license, that it is clear that they do not have to go through any unnecessary expense.

Mr. Bohall responded yes.

Member Sundt commented that in 2007 or 2008 there was a question on the shift from ethics in continuing education. Does anybody have any concerns today?

Mr. Bohall responded no.

Member Isaak expressed concern that there is no timeline to review the rules in the near future.  

Chairman Parke concurred with Member Isaak’s concern. 
Member Isaak noted that the Department has done a lot in terms of rulemaking, but he would still like to see some timeline instead of no action.

Kara Kerker gave a report on the legal and economic analysis for this agenda item.

Member Lofton asked, on rule 103, why the Department is extending the timeframe from 21 days to 60 days.

Kara Kerker noted that the change was made at the request of county sheriff’s offices, as it extends their ability to perform the search and rescue activities and process the reimbursement in a timely fashion. 

Chairman Parke clarified the rule language.

Member Lofton commented that it was interesting that the rule change contemplates tripling the time to make a claim for expenses, and then makes a firearm ineligible for reimbursement. A firearm is primary tool for these folks to use while they are searching and rescuing the public, and this change appears as though it could produce a public safety concern.

Kara Kerker noted that she will follow up with the Department.

Christopher Kleminich gave a report on the legal and economic analysis for this agenda item.

Member Lofton asked for clarification on the rule change regarding the transfer of the big game tag to a charitable organization. Does that mean if a person is awarded a tag and they are unsuccessful, then it goes to a charitable organization, or does it mean if they cannot attend the hunt during the timeframe, it would go to a charitable organization?

Amber Munig, Big Game Management Supervisor with the Department, answered that a tag has to be surrendered or transferred before the date of the hunt starts, it’s an unused tag.

Member Isaak asked about the 132 comments for the percentage of non-resident unused tags.  How many of those were out of state and how many were in-state?

Ms. Munig replied that all of the comments were from out of state, as the change specifically affects non-resident hunters, and described the process by which the Department conducts its draws. 

Chairman Parke asked if Arizonans that have family members coming from out of state would be considered non-resident applicants for permit tags.

Ms. Munig confirmed that the family members coming from out of state would be considered non-residents.

Chairman Parke commented that families who have annual hunts could be affected by this, as relatives who are non-residents will have potentially less opportunity for a draw.

Ms. Munig confirmed that that was correct, but indicated that there are very few hunts that this will impact. There are some very high demand hunts that have very few tags going to non-residents to begin with.

Member Lofton asked about the amendment to allow donation of a tag to a veteran’s organization.  Is this a specific veteran’s organization named by the Department?

Ms. Munig clarified that it is not a specific organization. The rule sets up an application process and based on admission and objectives the organization can then qualify.

	Member Wilhelm asked for clarification on the timeline for implementation for jurisdictions to get their fire codes up to the new standards.
	Fred Durham, Assistant State Fire Marshal, commented they usually phase it in over a year’s time, and jurisdictions are all aware at the present time that this is happening soon. Discussions have been happening over the last year. 

	Member Wilhelm asked what happens if they don’t phase it in.

	Mr. Durham said that we nicely tell them that it is time. This code mainly affects unincorporated counties and very small districts. There’s going to a very small portion of jurisdictions affected by this.

	Member Wilhelm noted that the Department needs to work with those jurisdictions.

	Mr. Durham concurred with Member Wilhelm’s comments.
