	Council Member Jason Isaak asked what is the plan for moving this package forward?

Council Chair Parke noted that there were developments in this package over the weekend and materials were presented to Council too late for Council to consider them given the complexity of the issues presented, therefore he was exercising his discretion to table this agenda item.

Robert Lynch, counsel for the Irrigation and Electrical Districts’ Association of Arizona, commented that they had just received word from the Governor’s Office on Friday evening that its waiver would be granted and they were made aware last night that the matter would be tabled at today’s meeting. The Power Authority would like the Council to consider the possibility of setting a special meeting later this month to consider this rule package because the Power Authority needs to be in a position to start its allocation process as soon as possible.  The Power Authority needs to provide parties with an administrative remedy for disputes instead of going to state court because of the delays.  The AZ Power Authority allocation process needs to be completed before October 1, 2017 and the Power Authority would like to have its appeals rules in place as soon as possible.

As I have mentioned before the Arizona Power Authority is in a unique situation; it is an aardvark and this process does not fit the Arizona Administrative Code.  Therefore Arizona Power Authority requests the Council convene a special meeting later this month to consider this rule package.
