[bookmark: _GoBack]This is a checklist of the documents an agency is required to submit to obtain approval of rules under the expedited rulemaking process.    
In accordance with R1-6-202(A), an agency submitting rules under the expedited rulemaking process shall deliver to the Council office a request for approval, in the form of an original cover letter signed by the agency head; as well as one paper copy and one electronic copy of each rulemaking document that follows:
· Cover letter						
· Notice of Final Expedited Rulemaking, including
Preamble
Table of contents
Text of each rule 
· Any written comments, including objections related to criteria in A.R.S. § 41-1027(A), received by the agency or contained in a notice concerning the proposed rule
· Any business competitive analysis submitted to the agency
In addition, under R1-6-202(B), the agency shall submit one paper copy or one electronic copy of each reference document that follows: 
· Any material incorporated by reference in the rules
· Court decision or opinion for a statute declared unconstitutional
· The general and specific statutes authorizing the rule, including relevant statutory definitions
· If a term is defined in the rule by referring to another rule, or a statute other than the general and specific statutes authorizing the rule, the statute or other rule referred to in the definition 
· The existing rule if any subsections within the existing rule are designated as “no change” in the revised text of the rule the agency is amending 
Council staff requests that the agency submit a copy of the notice required by A.R.S. § 41-1027(B), in electronic or paper form, if the agency provided notification to the Governor under A.R.S. § 41-1027(B).  If the agency filed a request with the Governor under A.R.S. § 41-1027(C), Council staff requests that the agency submit a copy of the request required by A.R.S.  § 41-1027(C) and a copy of the Governor’s approval required by A.R.S.  § 41-1027(D), in electronic or paper form.
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
